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Many of you that are fans of “As the World Turns” or “Days of Lives” would have enjoyed the legislative drama
this week. The debate over the approval of the Holcomb Power Station, the 1.4 megawatt building project,
continued to occupy center stage, stage left and stage right. This week, after being halted last, the House
Energy and Utilities Committee was given permission to work and send to the House floor their version of the
Holcomb bill (HB 2177) which was eventually incorporated into Senate bill (SB 327), and is scheduled to be
debated on Monday. In separate action, the Senate Utilities Committee considered their version of the Holcomb
bill (SB 515) and incorporated it into the provisions of house bill 2066 and sent it to the Senate floor which was
then debated by the Senate on Wednesday, and received approval on a 33 to 7 vote, a three vote margin in
case an override is necessary. However, some of the votes for the bill are considered soft, or may change as the
bill continues to evolve. Plans now call for the House to debate its version of the bill on Monday.

In related activities, Secretary of Health and Environment Roderick Bremby, appeared before the Senate Utilities
Committee on Wednesday and testified that it is his department’s intention to review all CO2 emission in the
state and develop appropriate regulations. This sent a chill down the spine of many businesses throughout
Kansas who in the course of their operations must emit CO2. Once, again the central theme of this whole debate
has been that the regulated community, unaware of the rules, cannot make business plans when the regulatory
environment is unknown. Secretary Bremby’s comments only served to heighten the uncertainty around the CO2
debate and probably gained proponents of the Holcomb bill at least three or four votes in the Senate.

The following is a recap of our issues as of today:

Unemployment Insurance (Ul) (Workers Comp)

Last week, we advised you of our inability to introduce the Substance Abuse/Work Comp bill as a result of a
political maneuver by the Senate Leadership to prevent introduction of anti-work comp reforms by the Kansas
Trial Lawyers and/or the Kansas AFL-CIO. However, this week a bill (HB 2848) was introduced in House
Commerce Committee and is the measure designed to undo the Casco decision handed down by the Supreme
Court last summer. It appears, now we may have an opportunity to move our bill in the House if activity occurs
as a result of this new bill.

Intensive Ground Water Use Control Areas (IGUCA)

The House Agricultural and Natural Resource Committee has scheduled a hearing on HB 2625 on Tuesday,
February 19, 2008 a bill designed to establish oversight on the formation of Intensive Ground Water Use Areas
(IGUCAS) by the Kansas Division of Water Resources (DWR). The Association will be offering testimony on this
measure.

Lien Bill

The long awaited Lien bill (SB 603) was introduced at the request of the Associated General Contractors of
Kansas (AGC) in Senate Commerce Committee this Monday. The bill basically establishes a requirement for a
preliminary lien notice on commercial work, similar to the lien notices which are required on residential work.
However, it appears to be poorly drafted as it is unclear whether one or multiple liens are necessary and who
should be notified. In addition to this, the bill also makes similar notice requirements for jobs on which public
bonds are held. We have been in contact with the chairman of the Senate Judiciary Committee and he has no
intentions of hearing it. We will continue to work on this measure with the contractors and see if there is a
possible solution to the problem; however, in its current form we are opposed to this bill.
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Comprehensive Transportation Program

Preliminary discussions continue among many Legislators regarding the nature and shape of a future highway
program. At a presentation before the House Appropriations Committee on Thursday by Dr. W. Bartley Hildreth,
Dean of the W. Frank Barton School of Business Wichita State University, and Steve Weatherford, President of
Kansas Finance Development Authority, it is obvious that bonding will not be a future source of funding for any
kind of future Comprehensive Transportation Program. There is also a lot hall discussion regarding the use of
future gaming revenues. This discussion was generated as a result of the Shawnee County District Court Judge
upholding the gaming act last week. This decision, of course, will have to be upheld as constitutional by the
Kansas Supreme Court. Assuming this happens, other interest groups will be advocating for the redistribution of
gaming funds which are statutory dedicated to debt retirement, infrastructure (Us), and property tax reductions.
